Direction : clockwise 
 
Paddock : The paddock will be available from 2h00 pm Friday July 25th. A spot will be given to 
each participant and the size of the spot will have to be respected. The driver is in charge of 
keeping their spot clean, with regards to respecting the environment by throwing any paper and 
food in the garbage and any toxic liquids, including gas in the designated areas.  Any person who 
does not respect this instruction will be refused inscription to a subsequent event. 
Personal vehicles, motor homes and caravans will have to be parked outside of the paddock 
in the designed area. 
 
 
3. REGISTRATION  
 
a) The registration fee( inscription and Saturday practices) is 110$ except for the cadet class, the 
fee is 85$ and is payable at the track the day of the event during registration hours. Each 
inscription allows both the driver and their mechanic access to the track as well as two half and 
half raffle tickets. Admission feeof 2$ on  Sunday for people over 12.  Free for kids. 

 
b) Registration must be paid before the start of the event. If a cheque is returned by the bank, 
the    participant will be considered as not having taken part in the event and their results will be 
cancelled.

5. TECHNICAL INSPECTION   
 
Before the practice heats, all drivers must duly fill in and sign their TECH INSPECTION SELF-
DECLARATION FORM and hand it in to the tech inspector.  At any time during the day, the tech 
inspector may proceed with an inspection and verify conformity to the self-declaration. 
 
6.FUEL ***Very Important***  
  
The following classes must use “Super” fuel from the following gas station; all junior classes, 
Honda and any class using  Rotax or TAG (Master) engines :

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10. MASTERS-RTX 
 
Master-RTX regulation accept 2 strokes engine 125cc like FR125 MAX, Rok by vortex and Leopard by 
IAME only.  
 
However, concerning the chassis, front brakes are permitted . 
 
Everybody 32 and older or  the driver of less than 32 years weighting more than 190 lbs with their driver 
equipment, except the helmet, will be authorized. After each session the driver of less than 32 years 
making more than 190 lbs will be weighted without his kart..

The « gear »  will be 13 / 82 and « main jet » should be 155 for all drivers. The rear rims width is  
180mm + or – 2.5mm.
